For whom is the training suitable?

The training is suitable for health professionals and others who are non-smokers, who have completed the NCSCT online knowledge based training programme. It is recommended that you work with patients/clients on a one-to-one basis and will be able to commit to between 45-60 mins for an initial consultation and 15-30 mins for follow up consultations. Length of training
Training in the provision of smoking cessation support and advice is a one day course.   

Standards

This training course meets national standards laid down by the NHS Centre for Smoking Cessation and Training (NCSCT) for content and training quality.  It is informed by both the practical experience of the trainers and an up to date evidence-base.
All advisors must be commissioned by Norfolk County Council to deliver smoking cessation services.

Key points from this document:

It is expected that providers of the smoking cessation PCC will achieve a minimum CO validation rate of 90% 

It is expected that providers of the smoking cessation PCC will achieve a minimum quit conversion rate of 45%

Other requirements:

To have completed NCSCT online knowledge based training programme.

To see a minimum of 1 new clients per week for smoking cessation.

To have a private/confidential clinical space to see clients.

To provide us with details on how you will use this practitioner training in your current role.

Our training facilitator will look at your applications and will contact you if there are any issues regarding you attending this course.
